Word of the Day: Partners

Word of the Day: Height

3. We explored magnets today. What objects were attracted to the magnets? (paperclips, bolts, other magnets)

Word of the Day: Length
Example: Length is how long an object is. The length of an adult shoe is longer than a child.
1. Give your child a spoon. Have them search for an item longer than a spoon.
2. We read a book about the Pledge of Allegiance. Practice reciting the Pledge. Where does your hand go while you say the Pledge? Why do we say the Pledge?

Word of the Day: Scientist
Example: The job of a scientist is to discover how things work by observing them closely.
1. Today we worked on rhyming words. What word rhymes with cat? How about star?
2. Write numerals 0-3 in random order. Can your child identify these numbers?
3. Practice recalling skills. Ask your child where they went for enrichment today? What did you eat for lunch? Can you remember what the story was about that the teacher read?

Word of the Day: Citizen
Example: We are all citizens of the United States of America.
1. Write these letters: B, a, C, A, b, c. Can your child name them and tell you if they are upper or lowercase? Can they tell you the sound the letters make?
